




Adventure Travel Weekend 

 For a shorter route but one that is 
equally, or perhaps more, gorgeous, head to-
wards Chappell Hill.  From Brenham head east 
on TX 105.  Continue for about 9 miles until you 
see TX 2193 on your right.  Turn right onto TX 
2193 towards Chappell Hill.  You’re only on TX 

2193 for two and half miles before you will see 
FM 1155.  Take a right if you’re in a hurry or 
feeling tired from the hilly terrain.  It’s 8 more 
miles to Chappell Hill but it’s up and down the 
whole way.  For a more round-about route con-
tinue straight on FM 1155 and cruise along until 

you feel like turning around and heading to 
Chappell Hill.  Stop in Chappell Hill to take a 
look around, locals know all the hidden trails!   

 Other, less strenuous events include the Independence Coffee Com-
pany tour, the Fountain View Spa, the Americana Alpacas and Antique Rose 
Emporium tours, 
site-seeing along 
Lake Somerville, 
tours of museums 

and 
monu-
ments in 
and 
around 
Brenham, 
or visit 
the Mon-
astery of 
St. Clair 
Minia-
ture Horse Ranch. Once you’ve taken your historic tour, relaxed by 
the river, smelled the wildflowers, and sailed through the rolling hills, 
it’s time to head back into Houston.    
 But hopefully by now you’ve gotten the point: there is so 
much to see and do in the Post Oak Savannah.
